
Amrit Udyan Winter Annuals 2026 Booking Instructions 
 

A. OPENING DAYS & TIMINGS 

1. Gardens of Rashtrapati Bhavan will remain open for the public from 03rd February 
2026 to 31st March 2026. 

 
2. The Gardens will be open to visitors from 10:00 AM to 6:00 PM (last entry will be at 

5:00 PM). 
 

3. The Gardens will remain closed on Mondays and on 04th March [Holi]. 
 

4. Gardens will be opened exclusively to special groups of diverse citizens on the 
following dates: 

 
 

a. 06th March, 2026 – For Defense Personnel 
 

b. 10th March, 2026 - For Women and Tribal women SHGs 
 

c. 13th March, 2026 - For Differently abled personnel 

d. 17th March, 2026 – For Senior Citizen 
 

 
B. ENTRY FEE & CHARGES 

5. Booking of slots and entry to the Gardens of Rashtrapati Bhavan during Udyan 
Utsav is FREE of cost 

C. BOOKING MECHANISM 

 
6. Only Online booking: All tickets for Amrit Udyan must be booked online. No offline 

or on-the-spot booking is permitted. For booking ticket, please visit Rashtrapati 
Bhavan website https://visit.rashtrapatibhavan.gov.in 

7. Advance booking: Booking of Tickets for a particular day shall close at 10:00 AM 
on the previous day. 

8. Online Booking can be done on an hourly slot basis. There will be seven booking 
slots per day starting from 10.00 AM to 4.00 PM. Entry to Amrit Udyan shall close 
at 5.00 PM. 

9. Booking for a maximum number of six persons can be made in a single ticket. 

10. For School Children: a maximum of 50 students can be booked per ticket. 

11. Entry to the Garden will be through gate No. 35 of the Rashtrapati Bhavan on 
North Avenue Road. 

12. Visitors with online bookings are requested to carry their digital visitor pass on 
their mobile phone and minimize the use of paper. 



13. Visitors are required to arrive at the entry gate as per the time slot booked by 
them. 



14. All visitors must carry their Entry Tickets along with a photo ID proof. 
 

D. ALLOWED/RESTRICTED ITEMS 

15. Mobile phones are allowed during the visit to the Gardens. 

16. Visitors can carry wallets and purses. 

17. Only visitors with babies can carry small hand-bags for carrying water and milk 
bottles. 

18. Eatables / Paan/ Gutka/ Cigarettes/ Backpacks/ Cameras/ Video 
Cameras are not allowed inside the Gardens. 

19. Carrying Arms and Ammunition is strictly prohibited. 

20. All guidelines, including those related to security, displayed/announced 
at the Entry Gate 35 are applicable to all visitors.
